Evidence-based medicine (EBM) is the latest development in medical decision-making and is now an essential part of medical education and postgraduate training programs.  It involves learning to appraise the medical literature to identify the best evidence to be used in solving clinical problems.  Health practitioners have to be equipped with new skills to cope with the avalanche of medical information.  EBM will make sure you are up-to-date.

WHO SHOULD ATTEND:

· Trainors from hospitals or academic institutions who want to teach EBM

· Clinicians who are interested to know how to apply EBM in their medical practice

· Researchers who want to learn how their studies can be incorporated into clinical practice

· Health policy makers who want to know how EBM can be applied in generating clinical guidelines and policy recommendations

· Pharmaceutical managers who are interested to know how principles of EBM affect decision-making of physicians

· Previous participants of EBM workshops, who still feel uneasy about teaching and practicing EBM

WORKSHOP OBJECTIVES:

1. To learn the principles of Evidence-Based Medicine 

2. To develop the skills necessary to apply Evidence-Based Medicine in clinical practice

3. To develop the skills necessary to teach Evidence-Based Medicine

LEARNING OBJECTIVES:

1. To define EBM and enumerate its components;
2. To evaluate articles on therapy, diagnosis, harm, prognosis, and systematic reviews by:
a) appraising directness,
b) appraising validity,
c) appraising the results,
d) assessing applicability, and
e) individualizing the results;
3. To apply the principles of EBM at bedside to resolve an actual clinical problem;
4. To conduct an efficient medical literature search;
5. To function as an effective facilitator in small group discussions, AND

6. To choose and prepare materials for EBM workshops in their own specialty.

WORKSHOP FORMAT

The program contains an intensive course of 8 sessions of small group discussions, and 6-7 lectures on advanced EBM concepts and clinical statistics. 

There will be separate sessions on hands on computer literature search & preparation of evidence based summaries.  

Sessions will start at exactly 8AM and end at 5PM.  20 minute breaks are scheduled in between morning and afternoon sessions.  We discourage intermittent interruptions to avoid disrupting the small group discussions.      
ADVANCED COURSE
This year we are offering an Advanced Course for those who have previously attended an Intensive Trainors’ Training Workshop and would want to further enhance their teaching skills in EBM.  More concepts & teaching strategies will be focused on.
Objectives for this course are:

1. To enhance teaching skills in EBM by identifying and learning various teaching strategies,

2. To review the principles & skills learned in Basic EBM,

3. To understand advanced principles in the practice of EBM.

SPECIAL SESSIONS

One or two evening sessions may be included if requested for additional topics such as informal discussions on medical informatics and the use of computerized aides for practicing physicians.

LECTURERS/FACILITATORS

The over-all coordinator is Dr. Antonio L. Dans, a pioneer in Evidence-Based Medicine in the Philippines.  He is the main editor of the newly published “Painless EBM” and a contributor to the latest edition of the book “How to Teach and Practice EBM” and the “User’s Guides To Medical Literature”. He is also a member of the JAMA Evidence-Based Medicine Working Group.  Other facilitators include EBM enthusiasts and practitioners who are well-trained and highly experienced in the teaching and conduct of EBM workshops.  Together, this Philippine EBM Working Group has already conducted more than 400 workshops in the Philippines and abroad for more than 15 years.

WORKSHOP BOOK REFERENCE

“Painless Evidence-Based Medicine” published by Wiley-Blackwell®, edited by Dans A, Dans L & Silvestre MA and with contributors from the APCEBM faculty, will be provided as main reference for the workshop.
